CONDUCTING AN APPRAISAL
An appraisal is the formal documentation that describes a quilted textile.
The procedure requires a physical examination of the piece to evaluate the
workmanship techniques and the fabrics used in the construction of the quilt.
It may also include a historical background of the piece. The procedure takes a
minimum of one half-hour. A written document including an assigned value is
then prepared bearing an official seal and a digital photograph of the piece. A
copy of the appraisal is kept on file for three years.

Types of Appraisals:

Insurance Replacement - A value estimate is given as to how much it would cost
to replace the gquilt. You should discuss insurance rates with your agent. Some
neighbourhoods are more secure than others, but we are all liable to disasters
such as floods or fires.

Market Value - A value that a willing buyer and seller would agreeg to in your
location. (eg quilts tend to have a lower value in Kitchener, Ontario, because
there are many available in this predominantly Mennonite area).

Donation Value — A value assigned if a quilt were donated to a museum based on
market value. This would be used for income tax receipt purposes.

Establishing the Value:

There are many factors to consider when placing a value on a quilt. Generally,
insurance companies will not accept self-appraisals. Factors influencing the
value of a quilt, whether it is new, vintage or antique would be:

* Age and rarity of design

* (Condition, condition, condition

* Originality of design and graphics

* Market trends (eg African American is 'in’)

* Materials used batiks vs calicos metallic threads etc
* Type of quilting simple hand outline vs original designs of machine gquilting
* Supporting documents

* Reputation of the maker (published, prize winner ..)

* Size (bigger is not necessarily better!)

* Workmanship and fabrics used

* ‘Outsider Art’ (art/studio quilts)
