This month’s review is of Block
Central, by Kim Nowlan. This
is a site | came across years
ago, and it’s still in my favour-
ites!

Kim Nowlan created Block
Central in 1998 as "A Quilter's
Coloring Book", a collection of
coloring pages designed to help
quilters experiment with vari-
ous color choices. While
searching for free quilt pat-
terns, she became aware of the
volume of free patterns avail-
able, but not of any directory
for these patterns, so she cre-
ated one and called it "Block

Central". Word spread and
soon it became the most vis-
ited page of her site, so she
changed the site name to what
most people were calling it

anyway, "Block Central".

Picks & Pans

Well ladies, there has been a trickle of feedback about your
favorite tools and gadgets and features, so | will share with you
what | have learned so far!

¢ Needle-down stopping position and automatic presser-
foot seem to be very popular machine features, and |
must agree - these were new to me on my latest machine,
and are hugely convenient!

& There are gloves to be had to protect the clumsy among
us when rotary cutting. Anyone who has sliced them-
selves with a brand new blade will be glad to hear of this!

& One of my fave features on my own machine is a sensor
that warns when the bobbin thread is low - it lets me get
to a good place to cut the thread (at least in theory - that
assumes | am paying attention, AND that | know what I'm
doing!). It at least (usually) makes me notice before | sew
an entire seam with no bobbin thread!
