2 squares 37/8"x37/8"

From gold(medium) cut:
8 squares 11/2" x 1 1/2"

From red (1*' dark) cut:
8 squares 1 1/2" x 1 1/2"

From dark blue (2" dark) cut:
1 square 3 1/2" x 3 1/2"
2 squares 3 7/8"x37/8"

Draw a diagonal line on the back of the light 3 7/8"squares.

Place one dark blue 3 7/8" square and one background 3 7/8" square
right sides together. Stitch 1/4" on either side of the diagonal line.
Cut on diagonal line to yield 2 half square friangles. Press toward
dark color. Square up to 3 1/2". Make 2 of these units to yield

4 half-square triangles.

Sew one gold(medium) square to one red(1*" dark) square.

Press toward the dark. Make 8 of these.

Sew two of these together to make a 4-patch. Make 4 of these.
Sew long side of background triangle on one side of 4-patch. Find center
of triangle by folding in half and finger-pressing at center. Align this
center mark with center of 4-patch edge. Repeat for other side

of 4-patch. Make 4 of these units. Press away from the 4-patch.

Sew long side of background triangle o other two sides of 4-patch
units in similar manner. Square up to 3 1/2 ".

Following diagram layout, sew row of large half-square triangles,

to 4-patch in a square units to large half-square triangles.

Make 2 of these rows. Press away from 4-patch.

Make one row of 4-patch ina square units + dark blue square +
4-patch in a square units. Press away from 4-patch.

Sew 3 rows together as per diagram. Press.
Square up block to be 9 1/2" unfinished.
